The Veritas Cluster Server Management Console is a centralized management
solution for high-availability application environments based on Veritas Cluster
Server (VCS). The VCS Management Console enables centralized cluster
management, administration, and analysis for clusters in the enterprise. This
capability enables you to administer multiple clusters at multiple sites across
the enterprise from any system running a supported Web browser.

You can install the management server on a standalone system outside of the
managed clusters. You can also add high-availability to the management server
by installing it in a VCS cluster.

m Install the cluster connector in each cluster that you want to manage. You
can also use direct connection to manage clusters.
